LEADERSHIP QUALIFICATION

A stylized three-pedaled iris flower tied
by an encircling band, used as the he-
raldic bearing of the royal family of
France (chosen by Charles V) In
French, "fleur-de-lis" means "flower of
the lily."

A very old emblem, the Empress Theo-
dora (A.D. 527) bore one on her crown.
The coat of arms of ancient France
(1179) was blue field sprinkled with
fleur-de-lis. English kings later used the
symbol on their coats of arms to em-
phasize their claims to the throne of
France.

Due to its three "petals,” the fleur-de-lis
has also been used to represent the
Holy Trinity.
